The course is part of Hershey Country Club, a private-membership club that allows access to guests staying at Hershey Resorts.

HISTORY:
Built in 1930 by Scottish course designer Maurice McCarthy, the West Course is perhaps the best known among the Hershey Golf Collection. McCarthy’s design incorporated part of the original nine-hole Hershey Golf Club, which dated to 1909. The course sits between Mr. Hershey’s home, High Point, and his original chocolate factory. The signature 5th green still sits on the front lawn at High Point.


PGA legends and World Golf Hall of Fame members Henry Picard and Ben Hogan both served as professionals here. Picard was hired as the golf professional in 1934 and remained in that capacity until 1941. Hogan began his tenure in Hershey in 1941 and served until 1951, spending the height of his PGA tour career in Hershey.
