Parking spaces are available in front of each Cottage, and there
is complimentary transportation service around the Hotel
grounds. Upon check-in, all guests are escorted to their Cottage
room by a Guest Services staff member, who provides an
orientation about the room and Hotel services.

Each Cottage is pending LEED (Leadership in Energy and
Environmental Design) certification. The United States Green
Council created LEED as a rating system for “green building,”
which refers to design, construction and operation of buildings
in an environmentally friendly way.

Included in the Cottages’ certification are recycled roofing
materials, native Pennsylvania stone, and geothermal heating
and cooling systems. Guests also have the option to separate
their trash into recycling.
